Coffee will also be
available for $1. We are scheduling choirs from local schools and churches to
provide Christmas music in the upstairs chambers. There will be Christmas
Songs provided by a local Campfire/Girl Scout group at the Christmas Tree 15
minutes prior to the Lighting at Spm. We are looking forward to Mayor
Weatherby's final Christmas tree lighting countdown. It has been a pleasure
sharing this tradition with Mayor Mike.

Also new this year, is a planned Community Christmas Caroling through the
Fairview Village streets on Friday December 5%, beginning at 5:30. This will be
weather permitting.

We are ending 2014 and beginning 2015 with a New event to the City of
Fairview. This is the FOR THE LOVE OF ART to be held on February 7. Details
of times have not yet been set. Applications will be available for local artists to
turn in with a portfolio of their work. These applications will be approved
through ACEAC.
